Throughout the tour, many citizens wanted to know how their legislators voted, and as a
result, the LLBC issued a “Legislative Report Card” based on selected bills that were
relevant to the overall LLBC mission.

For this reason, Representative Richmond created the report card which lists the voting
record of each legislator on selected hills.

“My goal isto inform the constituents of Louisiana of their legislator’s voting record on
issues concerning African Americans, the poor, those displaced from their homes by the
hurricanes, and the working families of Louisiana.”
